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      Curtis D.       He arrived in Washington, DC as the Quality Control Advisor to the Deputy Chief of Naval Operations (DCNO M&P, the Nuclear Enlisted Community Manager) in May 1997. 
      Curtis sits on the Board of Directors of the U.S. Naval Institute and on the Board of Directors of the National Capital Area Chapter (NCAC) of the American Society for Public Administration (ASPA), and he is a member of the American Legion and Mensa organizations. He has been awarded the Navy Commendation Medal, Navy Achievement Medal (3 awards), Battle Efficiency Ribbon (4), Navy Good Conduct Medal (6), Navy Expeditionary Medal, National Defense Service Medal (2), Sea Service Ribbon, Arctic Service Ribbon, Navy Expert Pistol Medal, Enlisted Submarine Warfare Device (Dolphins) and Ballistic Missile Submarine Patrol Pin (3). 
      In 1982, he married the former Joni Flegal of Kalamazoo, Michigan who graduated from Western Michigan University with a Bachelor of Arts degree in Geography.
